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 In August I had the 
unique opportunity of meeting 
Martin Ellrodt, a German 
storyteller living in Nurem-
berg.  I first heard about 
Martin when I read an article 
by him in a “Storytelling 
Magazine” (March/April 2002) 
devoted to international 
storytelling.  Several years 
later when I was planning to 
visit Germany again, I took 
the liberty of e-mailing him 
and asking if I could speak 
with him when I was in 
Germany.  I was amazed 
when he immediately e-
mailed me back saying that I 
was more than welcome to 
visit him in Nuremberg and 
even spend the night at his 
home. 
     So on August 25,  my 
husband and I met Martin at 
the train station in Nuremberg.  
We had lunch together and

then he asked me what I 
wanted to see.   I said that I 
was especially interested in 
seeing the old Nuremberg, 
because it was one of the 
great medieval cities in 
Germany. It also had some 
of Germany’s greatest 
painters like Albrecht Durer 
and many famous wood and 
stone-cutters, in addition to 
world famous Lebkuchen or 
gingerbread cake.   
 So began a 3 hour tour 
in English, in which I saw 
some of Nuremberg’s 
greatest sights, made even 
richer by Martin’s detailed 
commentary.  Being a story-
teller it was only natural that 
some stories would creep 
into his tour and they did . 
During a tour of a 
magnificent church called 
Saint Sebald, Martin said 

that this saint, the patron saint 
of Nuremberg , was his 
favorite for telling stories.  
 St. Sebald was a hermit 
who lived in the woods 
surrounding Nuremberg and 
did many miracles. In one 
story,  St. Sebald used icicles 
to provide heat for himself and 
his companion by mirac-
ulously lighting them since 
wood was not available.   
 A more morbid visit was 
to the hangman’s tower, near 
a beautiful bridge. Martin told 
me that the hangman was not 
allowed to live within the city 
limits because of his unsavory 
profession. However, since 
they didn’t want him to live too 
far away, in case they needed 
his services, he lived in a 
tower near the city walls. I 
asked Martin if he often gave 
tours of Nuremberg and told 
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they didn’t want him 
to live too far away, in 
case they needed his 
services, he lived in a 
tower near the city 
walls. I asked Martin 
if he often gave tours 
of Nuremberg and 
told stories about its 
colorful history.  Of 
course he had, but 
was now taking a 
break, because he 
had told these stories 
hundreds of times. 
 It was inevitable 
that I ask him if he 
told stories from 
Grimm. Martin said 
that he liked to tell 
them and did it 
regularly, often adapt-
ing them to the social 
conditions of the 21st 
century. This 
however evoked criti-
cism from the 
members of the 
European Fairy Tale 
Association, who 
insisted on reciting 
these tales rather 
than telling them, so 
he simply did not tell 
Grimm to this specific 
audience. He also 
liked to tell 
Nuremberg legends, 
saint stories and 
myths.  However, one  
had to be careful 
about telling German 
and Nordic myths, 
because they had 
been misused by the

Nazis for propaganda 
pur-poses and  many 
Germans were still 
sensitive about that. He 
did say though that he 
and his wife, who 
played the harp, had 
presented a successful 
program featuring 
Scandinavian myths.  
 In the evening 
after a delicious 
lasagna dinner, we 
continued our conver-
sation. Martin had 
many storytelling books 
in English, because not 
that many were written 
about the art of 
storytelling in German.   
One of his favorite 
books was “Who 
Says?” by Carol Birch, 
which touches upon the 
topic of whether there 
is a right or wrong way 
to tell stories.  Story-
telling in Germany was 
not as organized or 
popular as in the 
United States. German 
audiences were used 
to literary recitals than 
the intimate art of 
storytelling. However, 
interest was growing 
and he saw it as his 
mission, as well as the 
mission of other Ger-
man storytellers to 
bring this art back to a 
country, which once 
was one of the great 
centers of storytelling. 
When I asked him how 

I could thank him for 
his hospitality, he 
replied that the best 
way I could thank him 
was to offer the same 
hospitality to another 
storyteller.     
 I also had other 
opportunities to see 
storytelling events in 
Germany, including a 
fairy tale festival in 
the picturesque town 
of Steinau, where the 
Grimm brothers lived. 
In addition to puppet 
plays and music there 
was also storytelling 
by a storyteller with 
the wonderful name 
of Achim von (from) 
Wettesingen.  There 
were also several 
storytellers at an art 
festival in my sister-
in-law’s village. So 
obviously storytelling 
is growing in Ger-
many and Europe 
and it is people like 
Martin Ellrodt who are 
its driving force!
